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The article is devoted to the history of the early period of phonograph application
for collecting of folk music in Russia. The paper summarizes the implementation experi-
ence of Phonographic records of folk songs and instrumental music in the Central and
Northern regions of Russia (the largest collectors of E.E. Lineva, M.E. Pyatnitsky, A.D.
Grigoriev, A.V. Markov, A.L. Maslov), folklore of Don Cossacks (A.M. Listopadov), folk
music of Georgians (A.D. Arakishvili), Lithuanians (E.A. Voltaire) and folklore of indig-
enous peoples of the North, Siberia and the Far East (collectors of A.V. Anokhin, V.I.
Anuchin, V.G. Bogoraz-Tan, V.I. Yochelson, S.M. Shirokogorov, L.Y. Sternberg).

The article reflects the views of musicians-folklorists of the late XIX — early XX
centuries on the role of phonographic records and their notations in the study and
preservation of the traditions of folk music performance of different Nations.
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
